


Spokane County Law Enforcement Officers & Fire Fighters Board (LEOFF 1)
Meeting Minutes
January 10, 2020
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Spokane County Law Enforcement Officers and Fire Fighters Disability Board met on Friday, January 10, 2020 for a posted special meeting.
Board Members Present:  Jim Finke, Neil Halverson, George Orr, Josh Kerns and Teresa Overhauser
Staff Present:	Jamie Burchett, Secretary for LEOFF 1 Board, Jessica Pilgrim and Jim Kaufman, Board Legal representative
Kristine Redmond, Consultant was excused absence
10:17 a.m. called to order for open session
1) Minutes from 12/6/19 discussed; asked for discussion then moved by George Orr to accept minutes and seconded by Teresa Overhauser.  Vote taken with all in favor to accept 12/6/19 minutes.

2) Jim Finke noted that in 12/6/19 meeting the vote between 2 candidates for the citizen at-large position had ended in an impasse.  It was open for discussion at that time.  George Orr stated that he had not changed his mind as he feel that if a person has done due diligence and wants to continue serving on the Board there is no reason to make a change.  Jim Kaufman stated that following Roberts rules to reopen for a new vote, it had to come from the opposite side.  To clarify, if a person voted for Angela Golden then they would have to nominate Neil Halverson and vice versa.  Teresa Overhauser whom had voted for Angela Golden in 12/6/19 meeting nominated Neil Halverson for the citizen at large position.  George Orr seconded the motion.  No additional discussion.  Vote taken with 3 aye votes and 1 naye vote.  Neil Halverson wins the election for the citizen at large position effective immediately and is in place for 2 years per LEOFF 1 policies and guidelines.

3) Current Chair Jim Finke asked the Board Secretary to add the election of a new chair to the February agenda.  

4) Carryover from 12/6/2019 meeting was noting that the policies were formally adopted and now needed signature from Board members.  Board Secretary provided the signature page to the Board members.  The full policy manual with the signatures will be distributed out by the Board Secretary.  Next step will be finalizing a date to provide a training to all the agency contacts to answer questions and provided guidance.

5) Next agenda item was to discuss continuing contract with City of Spokane to retain Kristine Redmond as a consultant to the LEOFF 1 Board and possible vote to approve. George Orr mentioned that Kris Redmond has been valuable asset for Spokane Valley Fire Department.  Teresa Overhauser and Jim Finke both supported continuation of the contract.  Jim Kaufman reminded Board members to look at process again for possible hiring of a doctor.  Jim Finke stated that per the LEOFF 1 statute it mentioned needing a doctor in order to review disability retirement claims.  Since there are no active LEOFF 1 members at this time, there would be no need to have a doctor on staff.  If a specific claim came up that necessitated a doctor’s review then they could contract with a provider for that specific case rather than have them sit on the Board.  There has been an exhaustive search in the past including approaching the doctor that sits on the City of Spokane Board but no doctors were interested in sitting on the Spokane County Board.  Board Secretary will add to February 7 meeting agenda to discuss further. 

Neil Halverson motioned to continue contracting with City of Spokane to retain Kristine Redmond as consultant to Spokane County LEOFF 1 Board and Josh Kerns seconded the motion.  Vote taken and all in favor.

6) In open discussion, Jim Finke provided updated information regarding options for retirees to purchase individual policies through Delta Dental.  There is a one year waiting period when purchasing from Delta Dental for coverage to cover anything beyond basic cleanings. 
There was no further business to come before the LEOFF Board. Motion from George Orr to adjourn meeting with second by Neil Halverson.  Meeting was adjourned at 10:55 a.m..
