1) Claim 20-02SVFD – claim was for ambulance transport.  Comments from George Orr were on lack of EOB and a note from a doctor to state medical necessity.  Teresa Overhauser motioned to defer claim until next month with asking member to provide an EOB and a note from their doctor to support medical necessity.  Neil Halverson seconded the motion.  Vote taken with all in favor. Motion passed.

2) Next agenda item was to review and adopt meeting minutes from February 7, 2020.  George Orr asked for any discussion.  Hearing none, asked if anyone would like to make a motion. The contract will be executed once we get the new signature line from the City legal department.
