Reports:
Kathleen Torella gave a Directors Report. Transportation Housing and Urban Development (THUD) Program appropriations for 2019, were signed by President Trump on February 15, 2019. Next , HUD will determine the formula grants for cities and counties, hopefully, by or before the end of April.  Formula Grantee’s cannot complete their Annual Action Plans, and Subrecipient Agreements, without receiving formal notification from HUD of our grant amounts for 2019.
· 2019 FY CDBG Formula Grants were funded at $3.3 billion, and remain level from FY 2018 appropriations.
· 2019 FY HOME Investment Partnerships were funded at $1.2 billion, representing a decrease from FY 2018 appropriations of $1.362 billion. 
· 
On March 11, 2019, the Division presented an overview of the Regional Homeless System, was presented to the Board of County Commissioners, along with its Leadership Team.  The overview discussed the organizational structure between Spokane County, the City of Spokane in relation to the Spokane-Spokane County Regional Continuum of Care.  A handout with a categorical list of homeless funding, and allocations to agencies providing homeless services and assistance is provided to the committee.   

Christy Jeffers reminded the committee and encourages attendance to the Fair Housing Conference is set for April 11, 2019.

Christy Jeffers updated the committee on the L/M Income Are Benefit National Objective.  It has increased to 50.24% effective Aril 1, 2019. This makes the City of Spokane Valley’s priority #3 ineligible for CDBG funds.

Tim Crowley updated the committee on the additional CDBG funds ($259,453) that need to be allocated.
