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The Spokane County Law Enforcement Officers and Fire Fighters Disability Board met via teleconference on Friday, September 4, 2020 for a posted regular meeting.

1) No claims to discuss but Neil Halverson raised concern of moving into open session prior to 10:30 a.m..  Mark McClain stated that since the agenda notes we can consider items out of order on the agenda, there are no issues with moving forward with other agenda items.

2) Next agenda item was to review and adopt meeting minutes from July 10, 2020.  Jim Finke noted a correction needed to be made on #4 to the sentence regarding the RCW and his comment as it was not a complete sentence.  He also noted that Teresa Overhauser’s last name was incorrect on that same section.  George Orr motioned to accept minutes from July 10 special meeting with noted corrections being made.  Neil Halverson seconds the motion.  Vote taken and all in favor.  Motion passed.

3) Next item was discussion and possible adoption for revisions to the policy manual.  Teresa Overhauser motioned to accept modifications as amended to the LEOFF 1 policy manual and George Orr seconded the motion.  Opened to further discussion prior to a vote. Neil Halverson asked if we need to spell out hearing aid policy separately from all other modifications.  Mark McClain explained that the policy manual could be accepted as a whole.  Vote was taken and all in favor.  Motion passed.  Once signatures are gathered Jamie Burchett will send out final policy manual to all agencies for distribution.

4) Next agenda item was discussion on LEOFF 1 Board Doctor.  Mark McClain stated while technically an appointed doctor does not need to be sitting on the Board, they may want to consider having a doctor on an as needed basis.  He suggested maybe partnering with L&I doctors.  Jim Finke said one issue with that option is that the LEOFF 1 Board doesn’t have authority to contract directly.  Mark McClain stated that a resolution could be before the County BOCC to allow staff to contract with doctor.  Teresa Overhauser asked Kristine Redmond about the City of Spokane’s doctor and suggested we look into partnering with other jurisdictions.  Kristine Redmond stated the City’s doctor charges $175 flat rate per month to them per their contract.  George Orr asked if it was mandatory to have a Board Doctor at all meetings.  Jim Finke motioned to ask Board Attorney to clarify having a doctor in Board meetings and to set up a contract for a doctor.  Answer from Mark McClain is LEOFF Board doesn’t have a doctor at meetings but contracting with one allows for a second opinion.  Jim Finke rescinded the motion after this explanation was provided.  Kristine Redmond said as long as the LEOFF 1 Board receives clear substantiation for all bills submitted by members, it could table discussion on doctor until one was needed.  Teresa Overhauser said it is fine to wait if the doctor is not needed at regular meetings.  Neil Halverson suggested that Kristine Redmond reach out to see if the City doctor would be open to a contract with the County LEOFF 1 Board.  Kristine Redmond agreed to make introduction to their doctor to open the discussion.  Jim Finke motioned to table the Board doctor discussion until the next meeting.  George Orr seconds the motion.  Vote was taken and all in favor.  Motion passed.

5) Final item on agenda was open discussion.  George Orr requested the Board Secretary, Jamie Burchett, distribute out the new version of the LEOFF 1 policies to agencies.

There was no further business to come before the LEOFF Board. Motion from George Orr to adjourn meeting with second by Neil Halverson.  Vote taken with all in favor.  Meeting was adjourned at 11:06 a.m..
