· Community Education/Communication project – LeaAnn shared 3 items that have been created thus far:

             2.  Newman Lake        sign that property owners can post once certain tasks are done.
             3. Clear choices for a healthy lake pamphlet.
                 Snohomish County provided a lot of this information and should be credited
· Budget 2020 Grant Request status: Dennis wants to ensure that his two specific requests for grants that were adopted, do not just get replaced and redirected by staff.  While open for discussion, the original intent of the studies should not be ignored.  Chair requested DR draft a detailed request for the geological study to include what, why, and how it benefits the AB and community for the AB to review.
· Capital Budget Grant Status Update: Will know more at March 25th AB/Staff meeting.
· State of the Lake Report Staff Follow-up with Dennis about new historical document to supplement State of the Lake Report: Dennis strongly objected to a new document and challenged the AB to find any single document that has been actively maintained and kept up to date by the District. District is legally obligated to issue SOL, though the purpose is to acquire the Alum permit. 
· Assessment Status: Dennis will present a community update at next AB meeting. No progress has been reported from the district. The district is putting out RFP for assessors as their next step in the process.
